At the July business meeting, the church adopt€tila Safety and Security policy to
help ensure that we will continue to provide a safeironment for the physical and emo-
tional well-being of all the children participatifngchurch programs.

“This could never happen in our church,” might bregponse that you hear from others or
think to yourself - and we pray that you are righdwever, incidents of child abuse cut
across every racial, social, economic and relighmusdary. This year alone, over one
million children will be victims.

Often, we in the church have a false sense of ggalrout this problem. As a result, pre-
ventative steps may be neglected - and predatans Kmis. Abuse and allegations have
far-reaching and devastating effects and we ne&gkevery reasonable precaution to
protect our children, our families, our workers anud church.

There are some modificationsgeade and those will be presented at
the next business meeting, so your input is welcome

We are going to implement the policy beginning wite new Sunday School year
(beginning of September) so there are some thiragsate want to make sure all our teach-
ers, parents and children know:

Our adult children’s workers are screened. Screewifi include reviewing the poli-
cies and agreeing to a background check.

All children’s workers must be members of the chuiar at least 6 months.
Paid employees who work with children will be ciéet in basic First Aid & CPR

The preschool department will use an identificasgatem to help ensure that children
are being picked up by authorized family members.

The goal will be to have two workers in each roord ane of those workers must be
an adult.

At no time will workers under 18 years old be k#fine with children.
Grade school children must be picked up from tbkeissroom.

As you can see, the changes aren’t big
ones, but will help to protect our chil-
dren and workers. Our policy also puts
in writing many of the “rules of thumb”
that we’ve had in place for a number of
years regarding toys, sick children, par-
ents of preschoolers remaining on the
grounds, as well as others.

The policy will be distributed to all of

our children’s workers in the coming
weeks and will be made available to par-
ents as well. Please take the time to read
through and ask any questions that you
may have.
