At the end of last month, Berwyn Baptist School 
welcomed back our students and we’re all looking 
forward to a great year together. The school also 
welcomed two new staff members, Miss Simmons, the 
new 5th grade home room teacher and Mrs. Arivo, the 
new Pre-Kindergarten teacher. 
Everyone is excited to be back and eager to take on the 
year ahead. But before we continue the charge, let’s take a 
look at some of the highlights from the summer as well as 
some of the plans for the coming year. 

School Highlights 
The School now has 15 new computers in the computer lab. 
A new reading series has been selected that will allow the school to integrate the language and spelling pro-
grams together with the reading. This program will start in Kindergarten and first grade. In the succeeding 
years we will add two grades until we have reached fifth grade. 
The middle school classrooms have been expanded allowing us to increase the number of students in our 6th, 
7th and 8th grade classes. 
We have begun testing all new students who enter the school. This is not an entrance test. The information is 
used by teachers as they plan their school year for these students.

The removal of the walls will enable us to increase 
our middle school enrollment.  The removal of the carpets and the installation of the 

new ceiling and added lights have been wonderful. 
We are still accepting enrollment for this school year and 

have enrolled several new students during this first week of school.  We praise 
God for all of our students and are thankful for an increased enrollment in our 
middle school program this year.  Our current enrollment is 152 and growing.

It is through your prayers that God continues to show an 
increase in enrollment and opens the hearts of our children and their families to 
the Gospel’s message of salvation. 



What’s a puggle you ask? For some, “puggle” is a common term for a baby platypus. In 
Awana, Puggles is an enriching program for your pre-Cubbies child that presents basic 
biblical concepts: 

We are a unique creation of God. 

God loves us very much. 
Pre-Cubbies children (under 3) can learn basic scriptural truth when it is taught to them in 
simple terms they can understand. Puggles combines a variety of child-friendly materials 
to bring Bible truths to life: bright posters, interactive story cards, coloring books and 
hand-clapping praise music.  
Then parents—a Puggle’s first and best teacher—can step in to reinforce the lessons with 
take-home cards that include ideas to point out God’s work each day. And little details like 
Puggles T-shirts, puzzles and coloring books make every precious child feel like part of 
the group. 
We ask that if your child attends Puggles that you remain on the church grounds. So, since 
you are here,  please come and enjoy the 
fellowship and praise of our evening 
worship service - service starts 15 minutes 
after AWANA begins and ends before 
AWANA concludes. 
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Our Awana clubs will be starting up again on Sunday, September 9th at 5:15 pm.  The 
activities for the evening include games, refreshments and a special program by Pat 
Lackey of Child Evangelism Fellowship.  Awana is for children who are as young as 1 1/2 
years old through 6th graders.  The club is broken into 4 separate age groups: Puggles (1 
1/2 - 2 year olds), Cubbies (3 - 4 year olds), Sparks (K - 2nd graders), and Truth and 
Training (T&Ters).  T&Ters are separated into two clubs: Boys T&Ters and Girls T&Ters 
(3rd - 6th graders).  Each club program has a time of Bible training, memorization, as well 

as games and awards.  Please take note of the following dates: Fa-
vorite Pet Night on September 16th, and Awana Hike at Lake Arte-
mesia on Saturday, September 22nd. We hope you will join us for 
all the fun.   
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Our ESL ministry will resume this month with an additional time. ESL 
meets each Wednesday at 10 a.m. during the school year and will be 
resuming on September 12.  Praise God that this ministry has had 
such an impact that we needed to add an additional time. This year, an 
additional ESL session will meet on Thursday nights at 7:30 p.m. This 
will help meet the needs of those who have not been able to attend the 
day time classes because of work and school schedules. 
If you would like to learn more about the ESL ministry, you are invited 
to check out our ministry day on October 24th at 10 a.m. or October 
25th at 7:30 p.m. 
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“After that whole generation had been gathered to their fathers, another 
generation grew up who knew neither the Lord nor what He had done for 
Israel. Then the Israelites did evil in the eyes of the Lord.” Judges 2:10 
has to be one of the scariest verses in the Bible. A generation of people 
had died; people who as teens lived through the plagues, crossed the Red 
Sea and lived on God’s daily provision. They saw the Pharaoh's army 
drown, saw Moses with the Ten Commandments, were there when the 
walls of Jericho fell, and when they were old, died in the promised land. 

And the VERY next generation did not know God! 
The next generation missed out on His promises, walked away from His protection and 
lived without His presence - because they did not know God. 
God doesn’t change, but when we don’t study God’s word we begin to lose our knowledge 
of that word and His will for us. We begin to rely on ourselves and drift into circumstances 
without His protection. We begin to disconnect and “feel dry” because we fail to recognize 
and celebrate His presence. We drift away from His values and begin to rationalize poor 
decisions and decisions that satisfy our wants. 
Even people who do not participate in church feel the difference. In “The Church vs the 
Mall: What happens when Religion Faces Increased Secular Competition?” a study of the 
effects of “blue laws” (which limit what stores can be open on Sunday) found that when 
communities did away with blue laws, church attendance decreased, while drinking and 
drug-use among formerly religious people increased. In other words, when people chose to 
go to the mall instead of church, they drifted away from the Word and fell into the patterns 
of the world. The whole community felt a lack of attention to God’s Word. 
Do you feel like your relationship with God feels strong and alive? Do those around you, 
especially the younger generation, know your hunger for God and His Word? 
If not, there is still hope for us. After about 160 years of conflict and misery, the Lord be-
gan to use David (who was himself just a teenager) to turn the hearts of the people back to 
God’s Word. Declared to be “a man after God’s own heart,” David wrote these words that 
still encourage and inspire us to  study the Bible: 

Praise be to you, O Lord; Teach me your decrees. 
With my lips I recount all the Laws that come from your mouth. I rejoice in following your 

statue as one rejoices with great riches. I meditate on your precepts and consider your 
ways. I delight in your decrees; I will not neglect your Word.   (Psalm 119:12-16 NIV)
